 How are teams formed? 
Every season each team is formed by HCYSA by player evaluation, age, years 
of experience and skill level.  Each team is balanced in an attempt to make 
every game fun and competitive. 

 
When will I hear from my coach 
or find out what team I am on? 

Once recruiting is completed for all coaches, a Coach Orientation Session is 
held.  There we make sure coaches know all the latest updates on the 
season, rules, and players.  They will call you after these sessions conclude. 

 
Where are practices and games 
held? 

All practices are scheduled by the coach and held at Kerrville Soccer 
Complex.  All games occur on Saturday at the complex, from 9AM – 2PM. 

 What is the AYSO National Fee? It is a fee required by AYSO National and it is non-refundable.  It is accidental 
insurance for each player should an injury occur. 

 What divisions do you offer? 

Although we register in age specific divisions, we usually have the following 
divisions offered: 

• Playground (Spring Only) – 3 Year Olds 
• 6U – 4 and 5 Year Olds 
• 8U  - 6 and 7 Year Olds 
• 10U – 8 and 9 Year Olds 
• 12U – 10 and 11 Year Olds 
• Division 2 – 12 and 13 Year Olds 
• Division 1 – 14 to 18 Year Olds 

 Are volunteers screened? Yes, all volunteers have full background checks before they begin their 
training. 

 
If there is bad weather how will I 
know if fields are open? 

As soon as the City lets is know the status of the fields, usually around 3PM 
on weekdays, we will close the fields.  We notify the league on our website, 
and social media accounts. 
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What programs are offered? 

 Spring Season of 6 Games Usually starts in April and finishes in May. 

 Spring Tournament – Kerr County Presidents Cup Optional tournament offered to teams in the area. 

 Fall Season of 8 Games Usually starts in August and concludes in November. 

 Fall Tournament – Guadalupe Cup Optional tournament offered to teams in the area. 

 Summer Camps Optional summer camps for kids to improve their skills. 

 Indoor Summer Soccer We work with Ingram ISD to offer indoor soccer during the 
summer.
